LOCATION

From Louisville, KY: Take I-71 North to Exit 22, SR53 north (left off of I-71) until you “T” at SR42.  Turn right onto SR42 
and follow signs to the L’esprit entrance; Tobacco Rd.  Turn right and follow signs to registration. 
From Cincinnati, OH: Take I-71 South to Exit 22, SR53 north (right off of I-71) until you “T” at SR42.  Turn right onto SR42 
and follow signs to the L’esprit entrance; Tobacco Rd.  Turn right and follow signs to registration. 
From Indianapolis, IN: Take I-65 South to Louisville, KY; connect to I-71 North and follow above directions. 
From Nashville, TN: Take I-65 North to Louisville, KY; connect to I-71 North and follow above directions. 
From Lexington, KY: Take I-64 West to I-265 (Gene Snyder Fwy) North, follow to I-71 Nort, and then follow above 
directions. 
From St Louis, IL: Take I-64 East to Louisville, KY and connect to I-71 North. Then follow above directions. 

 

COURSE 
This course is a 9-mile loop with 3 corners, and rolling hills.  The longest climb is a gradual climb approx 1 
mile in length.  No gearing suggestions needed. 
 

FINE PRINT 
• All USCF rules apply.  You must present a valid license to enter a USCF race. “One day” licenses may be purchased for $5 at 

registration. 
• Promoters reserves the right to lengthen, shorten, modify, cancel or combine races and or prize list if insufficient entries or bad 

weather.  If less than 5 in a category, races will be combined. 
• No pre-registration, No late fee. 
• Helmets required. 
• Road races will be “open” which means that no public thoroughfares will be closed during the races.  Riders are expected to be 

cognizant and courteous to motorists.  And the ‘Yellow Line’ rule will be enforced. 
• Start Times are based on Eastern Standard Time. 
• Riders will be charged $1 for their initial SCS number.  This number should be kept and used for the entire Spring Classic Series.  

Replacement numbers will cost $1. 
• Scoring for Series General Classification will conform to USCF Rule 4C3
