COURSE 
This course is a 5.4 mile loop with 1 corners and rolling hills.  The longest climb is a gradual .6 
mile in length with an elevation gain of 150 feet.

may be purchased for $5 at registration. 
• Promoter reserves the right to lengthen, shorten, modify, cancel or combine races and or prize list if
